Have you remembered the First Presbyterian Church in Your Will?



As you have read the list of items we collected for
Joy Gilbert’s work in Nigeria this year you will have
noticed 126 pairs of reading glasses. We had not asked
for reading glasses this year. The ones that she is
taking back to Nigeria were the result of a special
program for non-profit organizations of which our
church has only recently become a member. Just
before Joy spoke to us on June 24 we received a
mailing that these glasses had just become available at
very reasonable cost. We were so pleased with the timing of this
possibility, and that we could help with her work in this way as well.

Joy has also taken back with her some books on vegetable gardening
in Africa. This is something that she is trying to encourage especially
with the widows with whom she is working. The information on the
books was furnished to her by one of our Presbyterian missionaries, Inge
Sthreshley. Inge and her husband, Larry, have worked for many years in
the Democratic Republic of the Congo. Larry is involved with public
health administration, and Inge with agricultural work, especially the
establishment of gardening programs through the various medical
centers that the Presbyterian Church has helped to establish in Kinshasa.
I have known Larry and Inge, as well as his parents for many years, and
for most of the time that | was in my previous congregation we helped to
support part of their salary and their work in Kinshasa. | was pleased
when Joy spoke about wanting to try to start a gardening program that |
was able to put her in e-mail contact with Inge. One of the things that
our congregation at the Little Chapel on the Boardwalk at Wrightsville
Beach, North Carolina did one year was to help Inge provide moringa
trees for those working in the gardening projects in Kinshasa. | will be
interested to see whether the moringa tree which has been termed the
“miracle tree” in many parts of Africa, and to which Inge introduced
Joy, will prove to be as helpful in Nigeria as it has been in Kinshasa and
other places. (Another year we helped to provide Inge with mosquito
nets for her work in Kinshasa. | was interested to see that such nets were
also the mission project for the Cooperative Vacation Bible School this
year.

As | think about both of these ways in which we have been able to
help Joy’s work in Nigeria while she has been here in Marianna this
year, | am grateful for the fact that as the hymn says, “God moves in a
mysterious way God’s wonders to perform.” Often, of course, it is a
matter of being open and aware of the opportunities that God is
constantly placing before us. May God continue to surprise us as

individuals and as a congregation with God’s mysterious ways!

\(37_(\7%) 0) Presbyterians began worshiping in Marianna
- in the early 1830's while Florida was still a territory.

In 1835, the First Presbyterian Church was organized by nine women
and one man who was the first ruling elder.

The first church was a wooden structure built in 1840, one
block north of the present church on the corner of Jefferson and Broad
streets. The second sanctuary was constructed on the present site in
1889 and was dismantled to make way for the present gray brick
structure in 1923. The educational building was added in 1950 and a
remodeling and redecorating program was completed in 1979. The
unique style of the building, with its beautiful stained glass and dark
paneling, demands great historical interest. The sanctuary also has a
commander style, which lends itself to a very warm relationship
between the speaker and the congregation.
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The Cooperative Vacation Bible School which was held at the
Methodist Church July 8 -12 took everyone Back to Bethlehem, to
celebrate Christmas in July, as they reflected on the events and
participants in the birth of Jesus. Appreciation is extended to all of
the adults and young people from our church who helped the children
to re-live the story of the birth of Jesus in this way. During the week
over $1,500 was raised for a mission project of providing mosquito
nets for families in Africa to fight malaria.
